3. Revocable at ANYTIME.
4. Gives your Designated Attorney in Fact the power to HELP YOU.
· DESIGNATION OF PATIENT ADVOCATE
1. Allows you to designate the person of YOUR Choice to help with your Health and Medical decisions ONLY in the event that YOU ARE UNABLE.
2. Avoids unnecessary Guardianships.
3. Revocable at Anytime.
4. Gives your designated Patient Advocate the power to HELP YOU.
